Instructions for SDI250 Adjustable Drag Link

1 Place a jack uwder left fratr (drover s side) of wehicle, ad jadk wp urtil tire is clear of the grord. Place jack stand
uder axle sugporting it seaurely, ard remove left fiot tre.

2 Starting at the pitmen arm end of the drag lirk, remove cotter pin and lcosen the it (Do Not remove rut at this
time) . Now on the steering amm end of drag link, follow the same procedure.

3. If you have a pickle fork tool proceed to renove drag link ard skip to step 6. Else cotime through steps 4 ad 5.
4. Using a ball pein hanmer, strike the side of the pitmen arm an the ed by the drag link until drag link drops doan. (I
you have a second hammer, you may fird it helpful to hold it an the goposite side of the pitmen amm serving as a

kack up.)



5 Move to the other end of drag link at the steering arm. Using the ball pein hamer, strike the side of stesring arm an
the erd by the drag 1irk until drag lirk loosens up. At this tine, remove the rut from each end of the drag link. MNote: if
also purchased the new pitmen arm, follow the installatiom instructians below far part #FA325 at this time.)

6. Tretall the drag lirk in the ed of pitmen am ard steering arm. Put new rut aio the drag lirk ard
tighten, lut Do Not insert cotter pin yet.

7. Tetall the tire, jadk up vehicle enough to ramove jack stand, remove jack stad ad loer veiicle
to groud. Get inside vehicle ard be sure steering wheel cross kars are aligned properly (as if
driving straidit farward) . If not, loosen the jam ks an the drag lirk ard adjust until steering is
centered.

NOIE: Be sure that there is NOT more than 3 to 6 threads visible past the jam rut.

8. Tidten all nits seanely (tie rod ed ruts and jam ruts), ad install the new cotter pins into tie
rod end studs. Do not forget to grease tie rod ends.

9. Recheck all nuts ad installatio af ter driving gopraximately 50 miles, again af ter the next 100
miles. Cotirue to check the drag link periodically for nommel wear and grease regularly.

Instructions for FA325 Pitman Arm

1. Remove cotter pin and loosen rut at dreg link end of pitmen arm (Do Not remove at this time) . Using a kall pein ham-
mer, strike the side of the pitmen amm m the ed by the drag lirk until drag link drgps down. (If you have a secand
hammer, youmay fird it helpful to hold it an the gooosite side of the pitmen amm serving as a back up.) Now remove
it and lower drag link down out of the way.

2. Remove the rut and lock washer from the bottom of the cutput shaft. With a pitmen arm puller, pull pitmen amm of £ va&i -
cle and replace with the new ane. Reinstall lockwasher and rut, then tighten securely.

3. Reinstall the drag lirk in the exd of pitmen arm. Put rut back an tie rod end, then tighten securely ad reinstall cdter
pn

4. Recheck installatiom ad all nuts af ter driving aporaximately 50 miles, again af ter the next 100 miles. Cotirue to perd -
adically check the ks on the pitmen amm and drag lirnk.

NOTE: Before driving, double check dl nuts that were loosened to be sure they are tight and that the the cotter

pins are installed.

SA40 - International Scout Il models. (This new pitman arm is approximately 2” shorter in length
than the original arm, and drops approximately 2” lower.)

To install the new pitman arm:
1. Remove the tie rod end from the pitman arm and lower tie rod down.

2. At the upper end of pitman arm, remove the nut and lock washer from the output shaft of the steer-
ing box.

3. With a puller, remove the old pitman arm and install the new arm, being sure to install the lock
washer and nut.

4. Install the tie rod back onto lower end of the pitman arm. Be sure to install the cotter pin after tight-
ening the nut.

5. Check and tighten nuts periodically.
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
