4. Loosely install the stabilizer into the OE axle mount position with the W12S 2 | 1/2"SAE washer

OE hardware. If necessary, grind the axle mount to provide more

clearance to stabilizer body. Paint any bare metal. (Fig. 1 & 2)
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5. Loosely mount the new stabilizer mounting bracket in front of the tie rod with stabilizer mounting hole facing towards the axle mount with
the provided u-bolts. (Fig. 3)

6.  Turn the steering all the way left until the steering stop is touching.

7.  Extend the steering stabilizer out all of the way and compress it slightly. Align the hole in tie rod mount with the steering stabilizer and attach it
with the provided 1/2"hardware. Rotate the bracket until the stabilizer is close to parallel with the tie rod.

8.  Tighten the u-bolts to 30 ft-lbs. Do not over torque or the bracket may deform.
9.  Tighten the stabilizer mounting bolts to 50 ft-lbs.

10. Perform a full steering sweep to verify stabilizer clearance to the mounts and the tie rod. Verify the steering is able to go to both steering
stops, if not slide the bracket on the tie rod slightly to gain full steering motion.

11. Periodically inspect the assembly for tightness.
